ABSTRACT

Lastri Amaliyah, 232622212. Under The Topic Analysis of the book Al-Nahw
Al-Wadih and Al-Kafrawi in teaching Arabic grammar for the integrated
curriculum in Islamic institutes in Banten (Analytical research at the Nasyrul
Ulum Boarding School, Cilegon).’

This research aims to analyze the use of two nahwu books, namely Nahwu al-
Wadih by ‘Ali al-Jarim and Mustafa Amin, as well as Kafrawi by Sheikh
Mukammad al-Kafrawi, in the teaching of Arabic grammar within the
integrated curriculum at Pondok Pesantren Nasyrul Ulum, Cilegon-Banten.
The main focus of this research includes four aspects: material selection
(ikhtiyar al-maddah), the order and progression of material (at-tadarruj),
material presentation (taqdim al-mdaddah), and repetition and reinforcement
of material (at-takrar). This research employs a qualitative approach with a
case study method, data collection is conducted through observation,
interviews with caretakers and teachers, as well as documentation of the
learning process of the kitab. The research findings indicate that the book
Nahwu al-Wadih is very suitable for beginner students due to its systematic
and gradual presentation, accompanied by examples and exercises that
reinforce understanding. Meanwhile, the Kafrawi book has its own
characteristics. Meanwhile, the Kafrawt book has an advantage in the depth
of material and a more detailed explanation of i'rab, but its dense and classical
format requires a good foundational readiness, making it more suitable for
advanced students. In terms of delivery, Nahwu al-Wadih tends to be
communicative and contextual, while Kafrawri is more textual and focuses on
memorization and grammatical analysis. These two books complement each
other and can be used integratively in the pesantren curriculum. With the
proper management of teaching strategies, these books can support a deep
understanding of nahwu rules while also establishing a solid competency in
the Arabic language for the students.

ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis penggunaan dua kitab nahwu,
yaitu Nahwu al-Wadih karya ‘Ali al-Jarim dan Mustafa Amin, serta Kafrawi
karya Syaikh Muhammad al-Kafrawi, dalam pembelajaran kaidah bahasa Arab
pada kurikulum terpadu di Pondok Pesantren Nasyrul Ulum, Cilegon-Banten.
Fokus utama penelitian ini meliputi empat aspek, yaitu pemilihan materi
(ikhtiyar al-maddah), ketertiban dan keberurutan materi (at-tadarruj),
penyajian materi (taqdim al-maddah), serta pengulangan dan penguatan materi
(at-takrar). Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif dengan metode
studi kasus, pengumpulan data dilakukan melalui observasi, wawancara
dengan pengasuh dan pengajar, serta dokumentasi terhadap proses
pembelajaran kitab. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa kitab Nahwu al-
Wadih sangat cocok digunakan untuk santri pemula karena penyajiannya yang
sistematis, bertahap, dan dilengkapi dengan contoh serta latihan soal yang
memperkuat pemahaman. Sementara itu, kitab Kafrawi memiliki kelebihan
dalam kedalaman materi dan penjelasan i‘rab yang lebih detail, namun
tampilannya yang padat dan berformat klasik membutuhkan kesiapan dasar
yang baik, sehingga lebih sesuai bagi santri tingkat lanjut. Dalam hal
penyampaian, Nahwu al-Wadih cenderung komunikatif dan kontekstual,
sedangkan Kafrawrt lebih bersifat tekstual dan fokus pada hafalan serta analisis
gramatikal. Kedua kitab ini saling melengkapi dan dapat digunakan secara
integratif dalam kurikulum pesantren. Dengan pengelolaan strategi pengajaran
yang tepat, kitab-kitab tersebut mampu mendukung pemahaman mendalam
terhadap kaidah nahwu sekaligus membentuk kompetensi bahasa Arab yang
kokoh bagi para santri.
