THE EFFECTIVENESS OF PREVIEW, ASK QUESTION, READ AND SUMMARIZE ON STUDENTS’ READING COMPREHENSION
(An Experimental Research at the  Third grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan)

ABSTRACT: The research investigates the use of preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy onstudents’ reading comprehension. This research aimed to know students’ reading skill at the third grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan; to know preview, ask question, read and summarize applied in teaching students reading skill text at thethird grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan; to know the effectiveness of preview, ask question, read and summarize on students’ reading comprehension. The Method used for this research is experimental with two classes, called experimental and control class using pre-test and post-test technique. This research involves 60 students’ as sample among the second grade of  MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan year 2018 as population. The result of this research is that the average score of to = 4. 34 is bigger than tt = 1.67 and 2.39  with level significant of 5% or 1%. Since the to is bigger than tt, so there is effectiveness of preview, ask question, read and summarize on students’ reading comprehension. That the students’ reading skill who use preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy achieve better performance than those who do not preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy.
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BACKGROUND 
The researcher conducted a research at the third grade students of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan because the researcher found several problems, including the less conducive of English learning process in this class, the lack of students activity in learning, the activity of teacher that makes the learning becomes teacher-centered, and the lack of students reading skill in English texts. When the researcher teaching practice at MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan, the researcher interviewed one of the English teachers at the third grade of she is Ali Ma’sum Al-Islamy S. Pd said that reading is a skill that has lot of difficulties compared to the other skills. Most of students in MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan have the problems with reading of the text. To solve this problem, the researcher will try by using preview, ask question, read and summariz to effect on students’ reading comprehension in MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan.
The Statements of the Problems

Based on background of research above, the writer can identify the problems follows: (1) How is the students’ reading skill at the third grade of MTs. Al- Khairiyah Pipitan?.  (2) How is preview, ask question, read and summarize applied in teaching students reading skill at the third grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan?.  (3) How is the effectiveness of preview, ask question, read and summarize on students’ reading comprehension?

The Aims of the Research
Based on the statements of problem, the aims of research are follows: (1) To know students reading skill at the third grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan. (2) To know preview, ask question, read and summarize applied in teaching students reading skill at the third grade of SMP Darul Muqomah. (3) To know the effectiveness of preview, ask question, read and summarizeon students’ reading comprehension.
METHOD

This study attempted to find out the effectiveness of implementing a preview, ask question, read and summarize on students’ reading comprehensionsion achievement. Thereby, to achieve the precise measurement of the effectiveness of a preview, ask questio, read and summarize on students’ descriptive writing achievement, it is necessary to choose an appropriate research design. Thus, this study would be best conduct in an experimental design. There are two variables employed in this study: independent and dependent variables. The independent variable in this study is thepreview, ask question, read and summarize. The dependent variable is the students’ reading scores. The subjects of this study were IX-C (control group) and IX-D (experimental group). 

Instrument 
The instrument for treatment in this research is written test that the researcher will give to the students as the exercises during teaching learning process whether in experiment class or control class. For the experiment class the students will give direction to describe someone than the teacher gives the response using preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy. For control class the student same as the experimental class but not usingpreview, ask question, read and summarize strategy.
Technique of Data Collections and Data Analysis 

This study was conducted in three stages: pre-experimental stage, experimental stage, and post-experimental stage. In pre-experimental stage, some preparations were done before applying this study like reviewing curriculum and syllabus, developing the test instrument, and trying out the test. In the experimental stage, three activities were done: pre-test, treatment and posttest. In this stage, the students’ scores were analyzed and interpreted. Some statistical calculations were also made. The purpose of the calculation was to be able to see the significant difference between the results of pretest of both groups and also between the results of posttest of both groups. Based on the statistical calculation, conclusion was made. After the data of both groups were recorded, they were analyzed using Independent Sample t-test with the help of fisher formula.

Based on t table that there is 58. With df as number 58 is got t table as follow:

a. At significance level 5% : tt = 1.67
b. At significance level 1% : tt = 2.39
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In general, score of post-test in experiment class was better than post-test in control class. It can be seen from the total amount of the score of post-test in experiment class was 2087.5 and pre-test was 1470 and the average of post-test was 69.58 and pre-test was 49, while the total amount of the score post-test in control class was 1855 and pre-test was 1380, and the average of post-test was 60.16 and pre-test was 46.

Based on the result statistic calculation, it is obtained that the score of to is = 4.34 degree of freedom is (5) %. The value of 58 is mentioned in the table about 1.67(as degree of significant).

To prove the hypothesis, the data obtained from the experimental class in calculated by using t-test formula with assumption as follow:

If tobservation > ttable the alternative hypothesis is accepted. It means there is significant different between learning using dialogue journal technique and students’ descriptive writing skill. 

If tobservation < ttable the alternative hypothesis is rejected. It means there is no significant different between learning using dialogue journal technique and students’ descriptive writing skill. 
According to the data, the value of tobservation is bigger than ttable.  tobservation = 4.34>  ttable = 1.67(5%) or tobservation = 4.34>  ttable  = 2, 39 (1%), so Ho is rejected and Ha is accepted. 

From the result above, the writer gives conclusion that there is the effectiveness ofpreview, ask question, read and summarize on students’ reading comprehension. It can be seen that the students get good or better score using preview, ask question, read and summarize.
CONCLUSIONS
1. In general, the position of students’ reading skill at the 3rd grade of MTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan before treatment is less. It can be known from the result of pre-test the, highest score is 75 and the lowest score is 32.5. Based on the criteria of students score can be known that highest score of students’ writing skill is enough and the lowest score is very low and the result of post-test after treatment show that students’ score, the highest score is 87.5 and the lowest score is 57.5. There is improvement on the criteria of students score that the highest score is very good and the lower score is low. From pre-test and post-test between experiment and control class, the researcher has already known that students’ reading skill using preview, ask question, read and summarize get better score and more significant improvement than the students who taught without usingpreview, ask question, read and summarize. 

2. Teaching students’ reading skill using preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy gives positive influence on the students’ reading comprehension at the third grade inMTs. Al-Khairiyah Pipitan. The application of preview, ask question, read and summarize is more effective on students’ reading skill than the students who were taught without usingpreview, ask question, read and summarize . The students felt enjoy and easily when using preview, ask question, read and summarize in reading. From this research is concluded that the students who were taught using preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy have higher scores than without using preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy.
3. Based on the analysis of the data that the researcher has already known that the average score of to = 4.34 is bigger than tt = 1.67 and 2.39 with level significant of 5% or 1%. Since the to is bigger than tt, so there is effectiveness of preview, ask question, read and summarize strategy on students’ reading comprehension.
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
