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CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Place and Time of Research
This research will be conducted to students of tenth grade of SMK N 1 Cinangka. The school is in Cinangka, Karang Bolong, this study will be held in Juni 2018
B. The Method and Research Design
The method of this study is a quasi-experimental method,The experiment will conduct in two groups. They are experimental and control group. The experimental group is the group who will receive the treatment ,they will use rosetta stone as media, while the control group is a group who will not be exposed to the experimental treatment. 
This study will use a pretest-posttest group design with two times observations, the first test will be given before treatment, and the second test will be given after treatment. In this study, the cause-effect relationship can be known because of the treatment conducted by researchers in the experimental group and no treatment in the control group.

D. The Population and Sample 
1. Population

The population of this study is all students of tenth grade of SMK N 1 Cinangka which consists of seven classes or 252 students. 
2. Sample 

The writer uses purposive sampling,for the sample the writer takes two classes of tenth grade of Hotel Acomodation I and II, the first class is 36 students as experimental class and 36 students of the second one as controlled class.
3. Instruments
The instrument that will be use for collecting the data is test, exactly a listening test. It will be divided into two tests, pre-test and post-test. A pre-test will be given to the students before the treatments and post-test will be given after treatment.The test consists of 20 questions,they are multiple choice and fill in the blank.
4. Data Collection and Data Analysis
The technique for collecting data for this study are test, there will be pre test and post tes,which the test will be given twice, during pre test and post test will be divided into two groups,the control group and experiments.
The writer use the quantitative data analysis. This study would be successful when there is an increasing of students‟ listening skill. Before applying the action, the student would be given pre test and post test in the end of the action to know the progressing of students. The proceeds of pre test and post test would be analyzed to prove the hypothesis by t-test formula as follow:
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Explanation:

Ma : mean of the group A score

Mb : mean of the group B score

xa : deviation of the individual score from Ma

xb : deviation of the individual score from Mb

na : number of students in class A

nb : number of students in class B

Then, the result is consulted with t-table. If the calculation is more than / same with t- table, it means that there is a significant difference between the two groups. If the calculation is less than t-table, it means that there is no significant difference between them.

5. Research Procedure

All research requires procedures, so that the research runs systematically and successfully in accordance with the research objectives. The procedure used in this study consists of three stages, namely the pre-experimental stage, the experimental stage and the post-experimental stage.

a. Pre Experimental stage 


Pre-experimental is the stage that was carried out before experiment. At this stage, there is a determination of a sample of the population and choosing a sample that will be used as an experimental group and a control group. The technique used is purposive sampling. In addition, at this stage writer has prepared questions to be used for pre test and post test in the experimental group and control group
b. Experimental stage
There are three ways that are done at this stage, namely: 

a) Giving the initial test or pre test is the way to know the level of listening skills of at the experimental group and the control group before given treatment.

b) Treatment, it means giving treatment in the experimental  group using the Rosetta Stone media with the same subject matter as the control class. In this study, treatment was carried out in two meetings to discuss the material of comparative and superlative degree because this study refers to the syllabus of SMKN 1 Cinangka.
c) Post test or final test, this way is done after the treatment is completed by giving a test with the same theme on pre test. This is to find out the results of the achievement of the listening skill to students in the group that given treatment and in the group that not given treatment.
c. Post-experimental stage.
This stage is the final stage of the experiment or the completion stage. At this stage the results of the pre test and post test were analyzed using calculations statistics, and the results of these calculations are useful to answer the hypothesis so that the results can be known.
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
